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As the Best outgoing PG student of R.K.M.Vivekananda College with a University Rank, N.Gajendiran alias Natarajan Gajendran stepped into the University of Madras after availing the UGC merit scholarship to pursue M.Phil. research degree. He accomplished his research work in the Centre for Advanced Studies in Botany (an organ of University of Madras) and subsequently qualified to receive his Ph.D. Degree from the same University in 1988. During that tenure, in recognition of his research talent, the University identified him as Senior Research Fellow and subsequently elevated him as Research Associate.  With the research skill and teaching talent finely honed in the AC Tech. Campus, Dr.Gajendran was entrusted to serve as full-time Assistant Professor under the Directorate of Collegiate  Education, in the State Government of Tamilnadu effecting from 1988.
